The group then organised
the funding, advertising and marketing of a final event
which was held at Eclipse Nightclub in Brentwood.  The
theme for the evening was ‘Ultraviolet’ with glow sticks
being handed out on entry to each attendee.  

The group was successful in raising £1,040 for Teenage
Cancer Trust and a cheque was presented to a
representative of the Charity, Alice Watts, on Thursday 18th
March 2010. 

READING RECOVERY CENTRE
A new centre recently opened at Sawyers Hall where rooms
have been converted to create a Reading Recovery Centre
which will be used to train teachers to run a specialist
programme aimed at youngsters who are falling behind in
literacy.
The Centre has a two way mirror set into the wall between
two of the classrooms so that teachers can observe lessons
being taught and discuss what they see. Teachers spend
twenty weeks teaching a group of four children, spending up
to half an hour daily with each child on a one-to-one basis.
Caroline McGregor, Reading Recovery teacher leader said:
“This is an exciting initiative for Essex and we are
delighted to have this facility which will allow us to
further develop the scheme.”
This facility will be used by the College to further improve the
quality of teaching and for teacher training.

CAREERS FAIR
Students from Secondary Schools in the Brentwood
Learning Partnership are busy organising an Education and
Careers Fair to be held at the Brentwood Centre on
Thursday 29th April 2010 from 4.00 - 8.00pm.

The Event Team organised a competition in their schools to
design the advertising material. Jordann Bolger from
Shenfield High School produced the prize winning entry
that will be used to publicise the event to young people
aged 14 to 19 and their parents.

As can be seen from this Newsletter, the College has a lot
to celebrate and be extremely proud of this term, not least
the outcome of the Section 5 OfSTED Inspection on 25th
and 26th February 2010, a copy of which was posted to you
earlier this term and is available on the OfSTED website. 

The official launch of Sport and Science status celebrated
the hard work and success of staff and students and was an
enjoyable event involving our local partner schools.

I am pleased to report that the Brentwood Learning
Partnership has been successful in passing through the
Gateway for five Diploma lines to start in September 2011.
This will mean that Brentwood Schools will be offering
diplomas in Engineering, Sport and Active Leisure,
Languages, Hair and Beauty, Creative and Media as well
as Construction and the Built Environment which is already
established at Sawyers Hall and IT already approved.
